The Light of Christ Revealed Among the 
Nations 
 
On a blustery Friday in November, Marc and I 
took the subway and walked to Ground Zero in 
Lower Manhattan. As we approached we saw 
high fences surrounding the former site of 
towers one and two of the World Trade Center. 
We saw a church building right across Church 
Street from the WTC site and went inside St. 
Paul’s Chapel. 
 
What we found was a place of hope and healing. 
St. Paul’s Chapel is the oldest public building in 
continuous use in Manhattan. George 
Washington went into St. Paul’s Chapel to pray 
following his inauguration as president on April 
30, 1789, and attended worship services there 
during the two years that New York City was 
the country’s capital. 
 
After the attack on September 11, 2001, which 
led to the collapse of the twin towers of the 
World Trade Center, St. Paul's Chapel served as 
a place of rest and refuge for recovery workers 
at the WTC site. For eight months, hundreds of 
volunteers worked 12 hour shifts around the 
clock, serving meals, making beds, counseling 
and praying with fire fighters, construction 
workers, police and others. Massage therapists, 
chiropractors, podiatrists and musicians also 
tended to their needs. 
 
Marc and I had begun to look at the exhibit 
inside the chapel: “Unwavering Spirit: Hope & 
Healing at Ground Zero,” when a woman went 
to the pulpit microphone and said that at that 

hour (12:30 PM) every day of the year, people 
gather there for prayers for peace in the world. 
She invited any who wished to sit in the chairs 
in the center of the chapel. What followed was a 
simple and moving service of prayers for peace 
and for all who work for peace throughout the 
world. 
 
September 11 transformed this chapel. As the 
falling towers wrought destruction and scattered 
debris and damage for many blocks, not a single 
pane of glass was broken in St. Paul’s Chapel. A 
large sycamore tree was uprooted by the blasts 
and protected the chapel. The chapel became a 
relief center, and then a public place for healing 
and reconciliation. The congregation that is 
building out of the ashes of that grief is, in the 
words of its pastor, “a congregation of hope, 
issuing in reconciliation and forgiveness.” 
 
This month marks one year that our 
congregation has hosted a monthly service of 
healing and reconciliation. We will use the 
prayers of the daily prayer service at St. Paul’s 
for this month’s service on Monday, January 21. 
That is a day we also mark the birth of the Rev. 
Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., a leader in 
reconciliation in our country. 
 
I am convinced of the power of people praying 
for peace and social justice and an end to 
poverty and hunger in the world and warmly 
invite you to pray on your own and with others 
for these things in our community, country and 
world. In such a way the light of Christ will be 
revealed among the nations.

Advent received an $18,500 Partnership Support 
Grant from the Evangelical Outreach 
Congregational Mission Unit of the ELCA, for the 
period February 2008 through January 2009.  This 
grant extends funding for a portion of my position 
to be engaged in mission development at Advent 
and is affirming of the seeds that have been 
planted over the past three years of their support.

It affirms the contemplative, creative and informal 
relationship-based expression of church that we 
first explored for Living Water Anchorage and 
began to bring to life in other ministries  at  
Advent.  Building  upon  Advent’s strong 
foundation of changed lives, changing lives 
through Christ’s love, we hope to grow in 
missional ways that are liberating,  healing  and   
transforming  of  people’s  

 

lives and a hurting world with particular attention 
to the poor, sick, oppressed and others who find 
themselves at times on the margins of society and 
culture.  We will be a more life-giving church, as 
we radiate a more passionate and compassionate 
spirituality.  By embodying Christ more fully, we 
will touch the heart of individuals and 
communities in and through Advent, opening up 
the kingdom as we reach the churched and un-
churched alike with the love and grace of God.   

There are many signs that Advent is evolving as a 
living church extending out into the world.  From 
Journey to the Healing Ministry to the Community 
Table to mission trips to enhanced music, drama 
and other arts to variety in worship, to spiritual 
formation and support groups, to a vital youth and 
family ministry, we are becoming leaven in the 
world.  Seeing the fruit of the Spirit, I celebrate 
with all of us at Advent the new life God is 
stirring here and am pleased to continue with 
God’s help to be part of this unfolding grace as we 
more fully embody Christ, becoming the Gospel 
for a world in need.

Life can seem so overwhelming.  It’s so easy to 
get caught up in a whirlwind of things to do, 
especially at the start of a new year!  
Resolutions abound and soon our list that began 
with one new thing to try this year… or the 
same thing you’ve tried to do every year!... 
becomes ten new things for the new year.  We 
are good at piling on the shoulds and have tos… 
and then we’re good at piling on the guilt.  I 
never live up to my list of New Year’s 
Resolutions, even when they’re filled with fun 
things to do.  For example, last year I decided to 
do a Crafty New Years Resolution list all about 
the fun things I would make and do.

Our first quarter mission for 2008 will be to 
once again support our Tanzanian friends in 
Christ, the New Life Band and their Mission to 
Youth and Students.  Since their last visit to 
Advent in October of 2006, their mission has 
continued to grow in East Africa.  They 
continue to spread the gospel through their 
music and their influence has reached all over 
East Africa.  This summer 560 youth from 
Tanzania, Kenya, and England attended one of 
their week long summer camps, where they 
shared in music, bible study, and discussion 
groups on topics including career development, 
responsibility, and HIV/AIDS.    A second facet 
of their mission has been to promote education 
in Tanzania through the development of a 
secondary school.  Advent members can be 
proud to say that they have supported the 
completion of two classrooms and two teacher’s 
offices.  Registration started in December for the 
anticipated opening of the school this month.  
They  are  estimating  they can  administer to 80  

 
students, of which 60% will be girls.  Their 
plans are to continue to build two classrooms 
each year to accommodate growing enrollment, 
a vocational training school, and a soccer field.  
They have also started a scholarship program to 
support the local youth.   The cost for each 
classroom is estimated to be $20,000; the soccer 
field $3500; a year’s supply of “stationeries” for 
each student $50; uniforms $100; annual tuition 
per student $400.  Your impact on the youth and 
students in Tanzania…priceless.    
 
Advent has generously agreed to make the 
MTYS their first quarter mission project.   Our 
hope is to raise $1000 to support the New Life 
Band and their ministry. Any additional 
donations would be designated to assist with the 
school construction.  If you would like to make 
a donation, you may write a check to Advent 
Lutheran Church with a memo of “1st Quarter 
Mission” or “New Life Band.”  More info is 
also available on their website www.
