JOURNEY 
 
Faith is a journey. Coming to faith is also a 
journey. This year at Advent we have been 
speaking of this journey. You may have noticed 
that during Lent this year we have been blessing 
a candidate for baptism every Sunday.  
 
Journey is a process of living with the Christian 
community. Journey starts with inquiry, an 
open-ended amount of time into the basic beliefs 
and lifestyle of a Christian; then, when a person 
desires it, journey moves into catechesis, an 
open-ended time, usually at least one year, of 
hearing the word of God weekly and letting it 
speak into conversion of heart and life, while 
taking up practices of the faith; then, during 
Lent, a more intense time of preparation for 
baptism when the community blesses those who 
will be baptized at the Easter vigil. Walking 
together with those preparing to carry Christ’s 
name immerses all of us into what it means to 
be baptized and live as  baptized people of  God.  
 
We sing together: 

May the God of all grace 
who has called you to glory 
support you and make you strong. 

 
In Journey we make clear that the community of 
the congregation is a place where God can call 
someone to faith in Christ and nurture them in 
that faith. That is our common work together as 
a Christian community, and you are all gifted in 
various ways to be a part of it. 
 

It is joyous for me that we have a reliable 
process for people of moving into faith that is 
flexible, depending on where they are in their 
journey. Many of our neighbors long for faith 
and have found life focused on other things to 
come up empty, but they fear being put into a 
“program” or forced along a path that does not 
have integrity for them. Journey helps us to tell 
the story of Christ and the church – the whole 
church, not just Advent Lutheran, and 
accompany one another in the walk of faith. 
 
While on this walk of faith, we are all invited to 
enter the Paschal mystery, that is, see our lives 
in light of the death and resurrection of Christ. 
In baptism we die with Christ and are raised 
with Christ. We who are baptized are invited to 
daily renew our baptism, dying to self and being 
raised with Christ so that through our lives God 
can give gifts to the world and offer forgiveness 
in the world. It is this central mystery of the 
faith we celebrate with the whole church during 
Lent, the Three Days, and Easter. Let us stay on 
this journey together.

‘Therefore, since we are justified by faith, we have 
peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, 
through whom we have obtained access to this 
grace in which we stand; and we boast* in our hope 
of sharing the glory of God.  And not only that, but 
we also boast* in our sufferings, knowing that 
suffering produces endurance, and endurance 
produces character, and character produces hope, 
and hope does not disappoint us, because God’s 
love has been poured into our hearts through the 
Holy Spirit that has been given to us.’  Romans 5:1-
5  *{rejoice}  

I love this passage.  During difficult times it 
comforts me.  In my own anguish, I imagine 
myself looking up at Jesus at the foot of the 
cross.  When he gives over his spirit, I sense this 
flood of love pouring forth.  It permeates all of 
creation, finding its way into my heart and the 
hearts of all people.  As I envision this stream of 
living water from Jesus, I am overcome by an 
inexplicable peace.  It is by this grace that I 
endure whatever I am going through.  It stirs in 
me a true hope of new life.   

Endurance and character and hope, the fruit that 
comes through God’s grace when we are 
confronted with incomprehensible suffering- our 
own or that of others.  At such times there is 
often nothing to do but bear with the pain.  Yet, 
in these times of helplessness and vulnerability 
we may be more open and receptive to the 
liberating, healing and life-giving grace of God 
entering  in our lives.  Thus these traumatic 
experiences become thresholds of 
transformation.  Through them we may deepen 
in our relationship with Christ, and come to 
more fully embody his love and compassion for 
the sake of the world.   

 

In this season of Lent we take the time to reflect 
on the life, death and resurrection of Jesus the 
Christ.  This intentional focus readies us to enter 
Holy Week, engage the darkness of the last days 
and rejoice in Easter.  In this dedicated time as 
we meet Jesus in his lonely journey of surrender 
to God, we are stirred to follow his lead in the 
many ways that each of us is called.  
Contemplating what Christ reveals to us in his 
earthly walk, we come to see our own 
experiences of loss with new eyes.  These 
‘deaths’ become doorways to new life.  Through 
them we are freed to participate more fully in 
the graciousness of God, as we come to realize 
that in Christ all manner of thing shall be well.  
When we give ourselves over to this truth, we 
become grace for others that all might find the 
peace that brings endurance and character and 
hope in the abiding and abounding grace of 
Christ. 

I encourage everyone to participate in the 
journey through Lent to Easter in the many ways 
offered here at Advent.  Join us Thursday 
evenings for soup suppers and Holden worship. 
Participate in the small group offerings.  Engage 
in Holy Week, the week of March 16th.   Begin 
with Palm Sunday followed by the Service of 
Prayer for Peace, Healing and Reconciliation on 
Monday evening.  Then participate in the 
Passover Seder Dinner on Maundy Thursday.  
Join in the observance of Good Friday with the 
stations-of-the-cross created by artists in our 
community.  Enter into the Easter Vigil 
(Saturday) as we await the resurrection and 
begin the celebration of Easter that culminates 
with Sunday morning worship when we once 
again exclaim together ‘Christ is Risen 
indeed!!!’

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Palm Sunday / The Sunday 
of the Passion is on March 16. 
The congregation will meet 
outside (weather permitting) 
for the Procession with Palms, 
remembering Jesus’ entry into 

Jerusalem. The Chancel Choir will provide 
special music during both the 8:00 and 10:45 
worship services. After the beginning liturgy of 
palms, the readings turn us to then hear and 
reflect upon Jesus’ Passion according to 
Matthew, and the question: How Can We 
Forgive? 
 
Maundy Thursday, March 20, is the end of 
Lent and the beginning of the Triduum, the 
Three Days central to our faith. It was on this 
night that Jesus shared the Passover feast with 
his disciples before going to the Garden of 
Gethsemane and beginning his passion. This 
year we will have a Seder meal 
to participate in something like 
the Passover feast that 
celebrates God’s deliverance 
and bringing true freedom to 
the people. This will begin at 6:00 PM. Please 
RSVP your attendance to the church office 
by Monday, March 17. This is a great 
experience of worship for the whole family and 
for friends. During the Passover meal we will 
celebrate the Eucharist. 

 
Good Friday, March 21, is a 
day to mark the suffering and 
death of Christ and our 
redemption.  The worship 
service will be at both 12:00 
noon and at 7:00 PM, and 

(weather permitting) we will walk A Way of 
the Cross both outside and inside the sanctuary 
– participating in readings and songs and visual 
meditations along Jesus’ road of suffering that 
are     being    prepared    by    people    in     our  

 
congregation. There will be seats at each station 
for those who find standing difficult. The end of 
the service is for offering our own prayers in 
community with others. The congregation again 
leaves in silence, then gathers again after 
sundown on Saturday. 
 
Easter Vigil, Saturday evening, March 22, is the 
first joyous celebration of Easter, and a 
movement with Christ from the darkness of 
death to the light of resurrection.  Worship is at 
8:00 PM (after sundown).  The congregation 
will gather outside near the front door as the 
New Fire is lit.  We process with candles lit 
from the Paschal candle into the sanctuary and 
hear the Easter Proclamation sung. Stories from 
the Old Testament, which trace God’s salvation 
through history, will be told and performed 
musically.  Some people will be baptized, and 
each person in the congregation may affirm his 
or her own baptism.  Then, we together bring 
out the Easter decorations and celebrate the first 
Holy Communion of Easter.  There will be a 
festive reception for all, in honor of the newly 
baptized at the end of the worship service. Come 
and be a part of this ancient liturgy and of 
welcoming others into Christ and into our 
congregation. 
 

 
Easter Sunday is March 23, 
with festival worship 
services at 8:00 and 10:45 
AM.  The Chancel Choir will 
sing during worship. 
 

Experience the sights, sounds and actions of 
these awesome days, and Christ will renew your 
heart and spirit in the deepest truths of life. 
 
The youth will serve an Easter Breakfast from 
9:00 - 11:00 AM and receive freewill donations 
for the breakfast. These funds will support the 
youth in their participation in the Western States 
Youth Gathering this and/or in their 
participation in a week of Christian summer 
camp on houseboats.

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With a sandwich in front of me, my thoughts 
swirling around me… I prepare to fast.  
Tomorrow I, along with twenty-three other kids 
from our youth group, will fast for thirty hours.  
Though the fast has not officially begun, I find 
that I have been mentally and physically 
preparing for this all month, but most especially 
in the past week.  This preparation continued to 
swell and, from my perspective, came to peak 
just moments ago.   
 

At some point in the last hour, I found myself at 
a gas station.  I stood there, struggling outside of 
my truck with the ATM in front of me. For 
some reason my card was not being read by the 
machine correctly.  I kept putting the card in and 
the computer kept saying, “Please swipe card 
again.”  This particular ATM also blared 
annoying commercials from speakers, which 
served to intensify my frustration.  As my 
frustration grew the thoughts of what I needed to 
do today in order to make the Famine a success 
floated through my mind.  All week I’ve been 
nervous, excited, scared… these things have 
mushed together in my head leaving me pretty 
wacked out.  So here I am, frustrated with the 
machine, still wrapping my head around the fact 
that gas costs so much, and crazed from all of 
the 30 Hour Famine planning I’ve been doing.  
Suddenly I look up and this guy around my age 
walks up to me.  He looks normal, fine, and not 
really “poor.”  He’s cute, actually.  But as he 
asked me for some change…for gas, I think he 
said… I quickly found myself saying, “No, I’m 
sorry.  I don’t have any.”  He smiled, perhaps 
about to say more, and I went on to explain how 
sorry I was but that’s why I was even using my 
card for gas.  I turned around still totally 
distracted and not totally comprehending what 
just took place between me and this guy.  By the 
time it started to sink in that yes, I do have 
change! And yes, who cares if he didn’t look 
poor?  He was gone.   

 
As my gas tank guzzled away, filling itself up, I 
began to eat my sandwich, filling myself up too.  
I also began to start thinking more about what 
had just taken place.  First I had excuses.  “That 
guy didn’t look poor.  He looked fine.  He’ll be 
fine.  I was really distracted with the machine, 
30 Hour Famine stuff, everything right now, it’s 
okay.”   
 
But then I started struggling with the mystery of 
it all.  “Where did he come from?  Why did he 
leave so fast?  Why couldn’t I just tell him yes 
and give him the few bucks I have?”   
 
And then I started on with the guilt.  “How is it 
that I can easily spill out some little white lie 
before I even comprehend what this dude is 
asking for, but I struggle with those few dollars I 
have in my wallet as if it’s my life’s fortune?”   
 
With tears in my eyes, I realized that this 
experience is exactly what the Famine is all 
about.  Awareness.  Openness.  Cleansing.  This 
is just another example of dying to self and 
rising, truly alive, in Christ.  Even in my mental 
state of simple preparation for thirty hours of 
nothing but water and juice, God has begun a 
purifying work within me.   
 
As I continue to reflect on this experience, I 
realize that distractions can often become 
another way of covering something more 
important up.  The distractions often become my 
excuse; my reason why I can’t simply give to 
another person without judgment, or even my 
reason why I didn’t plan for something as well 
as I knew I could.  The distractions of our lives 
become a security blanket for us, covering up 
our deep insecurities and fear of failure.  If I can 
blame it on my distractions, I don’t have to deal 
with the deeper stuff going on in my heart.  I 
don’t have to deal with why I couldn’t just tell 
that guy, “Yes, I have a few bucks.”  It probably 
would have taken even less thought and energy 
than the scrambling over myself to apologize.

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In moments like this one, it’s easy to get caught 
up in the ways we fail not only ourselves, but 
our neighbors.  It seriously hurts for me to 
recognize my own failure to act.  That pain 
comes from the law of our faith; our recognition 
that we can’t do anything right, we are not 
perfect, and we mess things up.  However, 
God’s grace and gospel also comes through this 
experience as I am tenderly led to see how God 
is at work in me; that this experience is serving 
as a way that I am, we are, constantly made new 
in God’s love.  What kind of love is this that 
despite ourselves God calls us his own?  Despite 
ourselves, God in Christ came to save us from 
ourselves, purify us, and make us new. 
 
This Lenten lesson is nothing without the 
promise of Easter beside it.  Now I find myself 
in peace as I think over today, knowing that I am 
forgiven and made new in the death and 
resurrection of Christ.

Our first quarter mission for 2008 will be to 
once again support our Tanzanian friends in 
Christ, the New Life Band and their Mission to 
Youth and Students.  Since their last visit to 
Advent in October of 2006, their mission has 
continued to grow in East Africa.  They 
continue to spread the gospel through their 
music and their influence has reached all over 
East Africa.  This summer 560 youth from 
Tanzania, Kenya, and England attended one of 
their week long summer camps, where they 
shared in music, bible study, and discussion 
groups on topics including career development, 
responsibility, and HIV/AIDS.    A second facet 
of their mission has been to promote education 
in Tanzania through the development of a 
secondary school.  Advent members can be 
proud to say that they have supported the 
completion of two classrooms and two teacher’s 
offices.  Registration started in December for the 
anticipated opening of the school this month.  
They are estimating they can administer to 80  

 
students, of which 60% will be girls.  Their 
plans are to continue to build two classrooms 
each year to accommodate for growing 
enrollment, a vocational training school, and a 
soccer field.  They have also started a 
scholarship program to support the local youth.   
The cost for each classroom is estimated to be 
$20,000; the soccer field $3500; a year’s supply 
of “stationeries” for each student $50; uniforms 
$100; annual tuition per student $400.  Your 
impact on the youth and students in 
Tanzania…priceless.    
 
Advent has generously agreed to make the 
MTYS their first quarter mission project.   Our 
hope is to raise $1000 to support the New Life 
Band and their ministry. Any additional 
donations would be designated to assist with the 
school construction.  If you would like to make 
a donation, you may write a check to Advent 
Lutheran Church with a memo of “1st Quarter 
Mission” or “New Life Band.”  More info is 
also available on their website www. 
Newlifeband.net. 
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The Mid Week Bible 
Study meets every 
Tuesday in the Library, at 10 AM to 11:30 AM, 
to discuss "The Celebration of Discipline"/"The 
Path of Spiritual Growth." For this bible study 
we shall be using four resources for our 
discussions. First our Bible, with the best seller 
book on the subject by Richard Foster 
"Celebration of Discipline", the Participants 
Study Guide and the DVD discussion series on 
Spiritual Growth. Since the publication of the 
book in 1978, Celebration of Discipline has 
helped millions of seekers to discover a richer 
spiritual life infused with joy, peace and a 
deeper understanding of God. 
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A Santa Clara University student intern, Nancy 
Knight will be available at Advent Lutheran 
Church starting in February to assist anyone 
needing therapy services.  Nancy has completed 
her course work at SCU and is currently being 
supervised by Process Therapy Institute.
