Oftentimes, children have this affect on my life

as well. Children become a means of grace to
the world, teaching me what it means to trust
and live freely as the special creation God
created them to be.

Oftentimes, we as adults watch children and
think they are truly going to hurt themselves, or
someone else, or just not really get It. We may
want to step in and pull them off their trail to
place them on the trail we think most suits them.
But what happens when we let time stretch?
Will they be led to fulfill their own mission,
even if we don't understand it or see it
happening?

Many people throw the phrase around, “Trust
the process”. The intent is nice. It used to work
for me. But now I've learned that sometimes
the process does let us down or lead us to
dangerous places.

guestion and understand various aspects of bag

Christianity; to identify, name and understang
individual religious experiences; to question ang
think about your personal Christian journey; ang
to make basic decisions about the path your fait
journey will follow.

PARTICIPATING in Christian Education
is the RESPONSIBILITY
of the PARENTS...

Take a few minutes to review the words you
promised when your children were baptized.

“As you bring your children to receive the gift
of baptism, you are entrusted with
responsibilities:

Nancy S. and Pam R. are the new Sunday School

Superintendents for the 2008-2009 school year.
There is a lot of excitement at the opportunity to
provide a meaningful and comprehensive program
for all the children, youth and families of Advent.

Their main goal is to create an awesome Sunday

School Program for all the children at Advent that
will be well attended and supported in many ways
by the congregation-at-large. They are excited to
take on this leadership position, as well as
participate in a major curriculum change for the
younger children.

The major change to the curriculum is at the pre-
school through Grade 2 level. This new curriculum
is called ‘Godly Play’. ‘Godly Play’ is not simplg
Sunday School curriculum. It is an approach that
gives each child the tools needed to identify, name
and understand individual religious experiences.
The philosophy understands that all children have
had some experiences with the mystery of God, but
may lack the language, permission and
understanding to integrate their spirituality irte
fabric of their lives. ‘Godly Play’ teaches childre
the art of using religious language (parables,eshcr
stories, liturgical actions, silence, gestures and
more) to help interpret what happens in their daily
lives. The classroom experience is modeled afeer th
order of liturgy.

The session begins with the children getting ready
for worship An adult ‘greeter’ is at the door to help
the children enter the classroom slowly and quietly
The adult ‘storyteller’ welcomes the children irgo
circle and helps them center their thoughts using
song, prayer and focused silence.

The lessoror story is simply told by the ‘storyteller’
sitting in the circle with the children. The lessen
usually a Bible story told with simple wooden
figures set in sand (if the story happened in the

desert) or on felt. Sometimes the lesson teaches an

aspect of our church liturgy.

Wondering togetheis how they reflect on the story.
The storyteller wonders aloud about various aspec
of the story. The teacher may ask the children whg

they found to be the most important part or what

part could have been left out leaving the story th
same. The children participate voluntarily and
respect all thought and opinions in the circle.

Response timean also be called work time. ‘Godly
Play’ believes that play is a child’s work and the
class allows them space and a place to delve in
what they feel called to explore. They may choos
an art response from available materials or tdlrete
the story of the day or one they heard on a previol
Sunday morning. The adults in the room help thg
children to focus, but do not interrupt their respe
time.

The feastoccurs after the work has been put away
on the shelves as it was found and the childrer ha
returned to the circle. Prayers are said and aleimp
snack is offered. This is a time for social
conversation and sharing.

The dismissakloses their worship together, as the
storyteller blesses each child individually.

There will be an opportunity for parents of childre
in pre-school through Grade 2 to observe an
participate in the ‘Godly Play’ classroom during
Rally Day on September 7. Please join us o
September 7 and see the classroom set-up and 1
beautiful tools for this new Sunday School
curriculum.

If you have skills and interest in design,
woodworking, sewing, drawing or general art,
please contact Nancy S.. Many beautifully crafteq
storytelling ‘tools’ are needed. Some of the ‘tools
can and will be purchased, but many can be lovingl

designed, crafted and painted by members of our

own congregation.

On October % and 4, Lutheran World Relief
(LWR) will launch their first Northern California
Ingathering at Advent. An Ingathering is an event
where local churches drop-off their completeq
quilts, kits, and soap for donation to LWR.
Advent’'s Sew Seeds Ministry will be hosting this
event; churches are being invited to bring theiy
items to a truck that LWR will park on our site.

Advent and LWR are in the process of contacting
around 400 churches in the ELCA and the
Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod, inviting them
to be part of this Ingathering. So far, we know
that churches as far away as Paso Robles aphd
Chico will be bringing their donated items to this
Ingathering. It is anticipated that, though tinstf
Ingathering may be small, over time many
churches will participate in this ministry. Advent
will be hosting this event either annually, or semi
annually.

Until now, the closest Ingathering for Northern
California churches was either in the Los Angele
area or in Portland. Having the Ingathering in thg
Bay Area will allow many more churches
(including Advent) to provide these donated
goods to LWR.
