Each Sunday we celebrate and pray for those 
engaged in various ministries of our 
congregation and community. We started doing 
this on July 13, 2008, and each Sunday a new 
ministry is celebrated. We have not repeated any 
ministry yet and there are many yet to celebrate!

Some people are called to a certain kind of 
ministry for life; others for a season or a short 
time.

“And he said to them, ‘Truly I tell you, there are 
some standing here who will not taste     death, 
until they see that the kingdom of God has come 
with power.’    

Six days, later Jesus took with him Peter, James 
and John, and led them up a high mountain 
apart, by themselves.  And he was transfigured 
before them, and his clothes became dazzling 
white, such as no one on earth could bleach 
them…”  Mark 9:1-31  

Peter, James and John were blessed with a 
glimpse of the kingdom of God when they went 
to the mountain top with Jesus.  They saw Jesus 
transfigured before them and with him Moses 
and Elijah.  Stunned and overcome they did not 
know what to say.  Peter only thought to create 
dwelling places for this glorious trio that that 
this astonishing reality of God might be 
contained.    

Yet, God’s glory in our midst and the ever 
flowing water of the Spirit that abounds cannot 
be contained in any way by us.  We cannot 
control the realm of God in our midst, we have 
only to recognize, honor and allow this grace.  
Even our offerings, sacred buildings and 
community through which we foster prayer, 
Scripture reading, worship, discovery of gifts 
and callings and other spiritual means of 
engaging God, these can only open us up to 
receive God’s abiding grace.  

Our beautiful sanctuary and community is 
sacred space – a mountain top of sorts where we 
focus  on God.  As we  sit alone or  gather  with  

 

others in our community of Advent, there is an 
intentionality to be awake to God’s presence and 
action and to honor God by our presence and 
action.   

And yet, it isn’t this mountain top experience 
and attunement to God for its own sake that is 
important.  This is a touchstone for our life with 
God that serves to bring our faith alive in 
general.  In the many ways we become awake 
and responsive to God here is a call to remain 
alert to the reality of God in and through and 
around us in every moment of our daily lives.   

Rather than limiting our spiritual life to 
Advent’s offerings, community, sanctuary and 
other buildings, let us draw on the grace of 
Advent and the spirituality and companionship 
it nourishes as a means of support for us in 
living our faith in Christ in every aspect of our 
lives.   

More than a destination for worshipping God, 
let us think of Advent as a supportive 
community for recognizing, honoring and 
allowing the realm of God in and through our 
lives.  Let us see Advent like a mountain for 
glimpsing God’s kingdom from which we 
descend more grateful and awake to the 
presence and action of God in our lives. Let us 
consider Advent a refreshing oasis of God’s 
living water from which we emerge into the 
world alive to the Spirit and encouraged to 
express gifts and callings that reflect the glory of 
God we experience.  Let us embrace Advent as 
worship, spirituality and loving community in 
Christ that opens up the reality of God and sends 
us out inspired to shine forth this grace in our 
homes, workplaces and communities.      
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Don and Pat were introduced to Advent by Lamar 
and Alice Nix, who have, unfortunately, moved to 
the East Coast. They immediately felt welcomed 
by the presence of the Holy Spirit and by familiar 
faces they knew from Gilroy and from our local 
St. Catherine's Church. 
 
Don said they were searching for spirituality. 
They were participants in a group that was 
facilitated by a seminarian, Lara, during her 
service as teaching parish student. Marie Juncker 
has also been influential in their spiritual growth. 
 
They can often be seen, over to the right of the 
altar, during communion, offering healing prayer. 
People can pray for what they need and receive 
comfort in the knowledge that the Holy Spirit  
they trust is, indeed, here at work. 
 
Pat said that the Women's Spirituality group is 
Bible based and the discussions enhance a 
person's understanding via a refreshing reciprocal 
sharing and interaction that enriches the 
participants. 
 
There was a healing workshop, here, at Advent, in  
December,    which   was   led   by    the   Catholic  
 

 
priest, Father Barry. He stressed that "healing" is 
not a "cure" but, rather, a way to find peace 
within. Healing prayer brings a peace within a 
person, whether physical, mental, spiritual or 
emotional. 
 
Don said "Prayer is trusting in the Lord and a way 
of acknowledging God as the source of all the 
goodness we have. That is what life  ultimately 
teaches us." He said the blessings are returned to 
them. One Sunday, they prayed for an injured boy 
and the boy then prayed for them. In helping 
others, we often help ourselves. 
 
Pat and Don have extensive experience here and 
welcome all to join them in their rewarding 
endeavors.

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The Shack  
by William P. Young 
 
Mackenzie Allen Philips' 
youngest daughter, Missy, 
has been abducted during 
a family vacation and 
evidence that she may 
have been brutally 
murdered is found in an 
abandoned shack deep in the Oregon wilderness. 
Four years later in the midst of his Great Sadness, 
Mack receives a suspicious note, apparently from 
God, inviting him back to that shack for a 
weekend. Against his better judgment he arrives at 
the shack on a wintry afternoon and walks back 
into his darkest nightmare. What he finds there 
will change Mack's world forever. In a world 
where religion seems to grow increasingly 
irrelevant "The Shack" wrestles with the timeless 
question, "Where is God in a world so filled with 
unspeakable pain?" The answers Mack gets will 
astound you and perhaps transform you as much 
as it did him. You'll want everyone you know to 
read this book!  (Excerpt taken from back cover) 
 
The Shack is a very popular book right now.  
Many of you may have already read it.  If you 
haven’t read it, you’ve probably heard of it.  
Personally, I am a bit put off by books that hit the 
scene running, suddenly popular and a “must 
read.”  However, I eventually found myself 
borrowing the book and reading it.  I am so glad 
that I did.  While a part of me wrestled with  
whether or not I liked Young’s writing style or 
not, another part of me was nudged open to take a 
deeper look.  I realized that this book isn’t 
necessarily about the actual story or plot, as 
described in the paragraph above.  This book 
moves the reader to think about their “deep 
sadness” and where their “shack” might be.  As I 
worked with my own heart on these matters, 
Young describes a God longing for our own 
personal  healing  as  well  as a  personal, intimate  
 

 
relationship with us that goes far beyond our 
comprehension.  This  description  of  our  God of  
freedom and grace provided the perfect 
counterpoint to my own struggle with the 
restricting pains of my heart.  I recommend this 
book for anyone looking to know God in a new 
way, anyone who has struggled with questions of 
faith or anger with God, and anyone who is simply 
interested in opening their heart and letting God 
heal the wounds that may be found there.  Read 
this book and join the conversation with God, 
your heart, and others who have read this book.  
One of the greatest gifts of The Shack is the 
conversation with others that it sparks.  —Casey

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To all families, 
 
Did you know that some of the most powerful, 
faith-forming moments of the year are just around 
the corner?  Holy Week is coming up.  This 
powerful week consists of Maundy Thursday, 
Good Friday, Easter Vigil, and Easter Sunday.  
During those days, we as a congregation will walk 
closely with Christ as he moves closer to the 
crucifixion and then ultimately the resurrection. 
 
We especially encourage you as families, as well 
as individuals, to be part of these special days in 
what may be new ways for you this year.  Whether 
by being part of a special dinner or interactive 
worship on Maundy Thursday, through the design 
and creation of particular stations on Good Friday, 
or by joining together as we present our faith 
stories and history in unique ways during our 
Easter Vigil service, we are open to hear from 
you.  Please let any of the staff know if you would 
like to be involved during this year’s holy week 
and please keep your eyes open for any further 
information as this wonderful time draws nearer. ��
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In December, violence erupted between the 
military forces of Israel and Hamas militants, 
threatening the 1.5 million civilians in the Gaza 
Strip. The latest violence comes after a months-
long blockade of Gaza imposed by Israel and a 
rejected proposal for ceasefire in the Gaza Strip. 
The intense 3-week assault left 1300 
Palestinians residing in the Gaza Strip dead, 
including more than 400 children, and wounding 
more than 5,000.. Thirteen Israeli soldiers and 
civilians have died in the same period. 
 
The situation within Gaza is in constant turmoil. 
Food commodities and fresh water are scarce 
and the constant feeling of insecurity keeps 
many in their homes even though an average 
wait time for bread in mornings is roughly four 
hours. “Gaza is one of the most densely 
populated areas on the earth,” said Robert 
Smith, ELCA Global Mission Director for 
Europe and the Middle East. “Because of years 
of occupation and then blockade, most civilians 
live in extreme poverty.” Rolling blackouts have 
plagued the region for over a week and, as a 
result, pumps used to bring water into 
households are not functioning and sewage 
networks are flooding. 
 
Hospitals also suffer from rolling blackouts; 
generators operate around the clock in order to 
keep the doors of the hospital open. Minimal 
medical supplies and overworked or 
understaffed medical teams make it difficult to 
treat patients with chronic illnesses let alone 
those with life threatening medical needs. On 
January 12 an Israeli missile destroyed a 
hospital in Shijaiya, Gaza. Established in 1968, 
the hospital provided treatment free-of-charge to 
community residents living below the poverty 
line. 
 
 

 
Augusta Victoria Hospital, located on the Mount  
of Olives in Jerusalem, is responding to the 
medical needs of cancer and dialysis patients 
from Gaza. “Unfortunately, it is often people 
with chronic illnesses who suffer the most in a 
disaster such as the one unfolding,” said Rev. 
Mark Brown, regional representative, Lutheran 
World Federation. 
 

As the situation is assessed and long-term plans 
are made for response to Gaza, the Action by 
Churches Together (ACT) Palestine Forum is 
underway with an emergency response plan 
around prioritized needs 
·   Emergency medical supplies and medicines  
·   Emergency nutrition supplement to  
 vulnerable groups  
·  Blankets Trauma counseling The ACT 
Palestine Forum is comprised of Norwegian 
Church Aid (NCA), the International Orthodox 
Christian Charity (IOCC), the Middle East 
Council of Churches Department of Service to 
Palestinian Refugees (DSPR) and others. 
 

First quarter contributions will be received by 
Advent and sent to the Lutheran International 
Disaster Response for this purpose. To 
contribute, make checks payable to Advent, with 
the notation Gaza or First Quarter Mission. 
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Advent Lutheran and St. John the Divine 
Episcopal churches share in worship each year 
on Ash Wednesday. This year, we will worship 
at Advent on Wednesday, February 25, at 7:00 
PM. Plan to begin the season of Lent by joining 
in worship with others from our congregations. 
There will be imposition of ashes, Father Phil 
Cooke will preach, and we will share Holy 
Communion. Confirmation youth are asked to 
come to this worship service with their families.

In the brilliant white silence of a snowy winter 
landscape, we recently celebrated a joyful yet 
solemn Christmas cycle filled with the timeless 
Holy Scriptures known since our childhoods,  
leading up to the joy of Christmas Day in its 
deepest spiritual sense. 
 
Our return to Queen of Angels Benedictine 
Monastery in Mt. Angel, Oregon, in mid-
December quickly re-immersed us in the quietly 
measured cycle of Ora et Labora, Prayer and 
Work, that marks the world of the followers of the 
Rule of St. Benedict. 
 
Freshly cut fir trees began to appear in carefully 
selected spots, both inside and outside the 
monastery, and bit by bit decorations began to 
multiply, heralding the approaching Feast of 
Christmas.  Ornaments and lights on trees, the 
Advent Wreath and candles in the dining room, 
beeswax and terracotta crèche scene figures here 
and there on tables that we passed daily, all called 
for us to stop and gaze at their beauty.  
 
Greenery and Oregon holly on stairwell banisters 
as well as in the window sills and on the lectern 
and altar in the Chapel, poinsettias, red, cream 
and variegated, delivered en masse by a local 
grower, a hundred-year old wax doll baby Jesus 
made by one of the Sisters from the past in a small 
wooden cradle, nestled under a soft blanket, 
located under a stairwell in an daily traveled 
hallway, all appearing bit by bit and day by day 
added to the crescendo of the sense of anticipation 
of the coming of Christ into our midst.  
 
And finally, the appearance in a corner of the 
upstairs chapel, the beautifully fresh pine-bough 
covered, rustic crèche with the colorfully painted 
figures of  Mary,  Joseph  and  the Shepherds,  the  
 
 

 
 
Star of Bethlehem suspended above, nearly 
completed the decoration process.  The 
anticipation of family visits scheduled for 
Christmas Eve and Christmas Day added a sense 
of humanity to the preparations. 
 
Under-girding all of the above mentioned scenes 
of growing excitement was the quiet, measured, 
four times daily prayers, where we chanted the 
Psalmody and listened to the timelessly familiar 
scriptures  concerning the Angel’s annunciation to 
Zechariah in the Temple and to Elizabeth and 
Mary.  Having sung the Benedictus and 
Magnificat every day last summer during prayer, 
this time we listened with a deeper sense of 
understanding to the song of Zechariah at the birth 
of John and to Mary’s exultant response to the 
announcement of the Holy Spirit’s overshadowing 
and subsequent birth of Jesus, her son, the Savior 
of the World. We sensed both the fear and 
excitement of the shepherds in the fields around 
Bethlehem when the Angels appeared to them 
announcing the birth of the Savior in a manger in 
a stable in nearby Bethlehem.  
 
As a quiet accompaniment to decorations, add the 
daily sharing among the sisters about the 
upcoming Kris Kringle Gift Exchange Party and 
the evening of carol singing led by the young 
Benedictine monks coming down the hill from 
Mt. Angel Abbey for their annual Christmas visit. 
The artful last touch was the placement of the 
ceramic figures of the Three Magi in the window 
sills at the far end of the chapel, waiting to be 
advanced gradually and daily toward the crèche 
only finally to arrive on the Day of Epiphany. 
 
For the first time in my life I truly experienced the 
deepest solemnity and spiritual truths…..the true 
meaning of Christmas.  My heart was filled to 
bursting with the joy and truth of the faith which, 
after all these years drew me into the Incarnation 
as a living member of the Body of Christ.  The 
reality of the Word made Flesh became a tangible 
part of my being as tears of thanksgiving flooded 
my eyes and the Angel voices filled the air around 
me.  Christ is Born, Halleluiah!

As we have shared previously 
with the congregation, Tom and I 
planned to spend our winter 
break from school with the 
Benedictine sisters of Queen of 
Angels Monastery in Mt. Angel, 

OR.  Not only were we snowed in at the 
monastery for five glorious days, but all two 
weeks of our time there were blessed by 
observing the solemnity of Christmas in this 
close-knit Christian community. 
 

Tom and I returned with a renewed commitment 
to integrate some of the spiritual disciplines we 
experienced at Mt. Angel into our life at home. 
In addition, we entered a year of Inquiry, to be 
followed by another year of Candidacy, into 
becoming Oblates of the monastery. As Oblates, 
we will be formally associated with the 
Benedictine monastic community of Queen of 
Angels while continuing to live in our own 
home and church community. Men and women 
of all Christian denominations are welcome. 
 

As part of our preparation, we are studying the 
Rule of Benedict. We had read it before our 
summer service, but now we are going slowly 
and using a daily commentary by Sister Joan 
Chittister, a Benedictine writer, to explore how 
the Rule can help us live our lives to “seek God 
daily through study, prayer, conversion of life, 
and works of charity, justice, and peace.” 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
We hope to share our continuing journey with 
the congregation, inviting others to sample some 
of the wisdom of St. Benedict and Sr. Joan 
through regular reflections in the Advent 
Adventures. In our first week of reading, here 
are two passages that struck me particularly. In 
the first, Sr. Joan is referring to the Prologue of 
the Rule: 
 
The difference between Benedict and other 
spiritual masters of his time lay in the fact that 
Benedict believed that the spiritual life was not 
an exercise in spiritual gymnastics. It was to be 
nothing “harsh or burdensome.” And it was not 
a private process. It was to be done in 
community with others. It was to be a “school” 
dedicated to “the good of all concerned.” It was 
to be lived with “patience.” 

 

The private preserves of the spiritual life are far 
from dead, however. It is so much easier to go 
to daily Mass and feel good about it than it is to 
serve soup at a soup kitchen. It is so much more 
comfortable to say bedtime prayers than it is to 
speak peace in a warring world. It is so much 
more satisfying to contribute to the building of a 
new church than it is to advocate welfare 
legislation. It is so much more heroic to fast 
than it is to be patient with a noisy neighbor. It 
is so much easier to give the handshake of peace 
in church than it is to speak gently in the family. 
And yet one without the other is surely fraud if 
life with God in community is truly of the 
essence of real spiritual growth. (p. 30) 
 
The second passage is taken from the 
commentary on the reading for January 10: 
 
The purpose of Benedictine spirituality is to 
gather equally committed adults for a journey 
through earthen darkness to the dazzling light 
that already flames in each of us, but in a 
hidden place left to each of us to find. (p. 38) 

 
We invite you to share our journey of exploring 
Benedictine spirituality in the months to come. 
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The Interactive Prayer Path (Labyrinth) will be 
available again in Advent’s Narthex from Friday 
February 27th through Friday March 13th 2009.  
 
This interactive worship environment is 
designed to assist in contemplating the presence 
of God.  A Christ-Centered Labyrinth it offers a 
unique Lenten spiritual discipline as it 
incorporates the ancient tradition of walking 
prayer with a variety of stations including art, 
media, prayer and meditation.   
  
We are grateful again to Roger Coutu of St. 
Francis Retreat Center for making the Prayer 
Path available to Advent once again.  Because 
people of all ages found this a meaning spiritual 
experience when it was here last, we encourage 
everyone to walk the labyrinth while it is here 
this year. It takes about one hour to walk the 
Prayer Path, so please allow enough time. 
 
The labyrinth will be open week days from 9-5 
beginning Friday February 27 through Friday 
March 13th.  With enough assistance by 
volunteer hosts from our community, we plan to 
have extended hours of availability.  We will 
have sign up sheets in the Narthex for people 
who are willing to host additional days and 
hours. With your help we will also be open two 
Sundays, March 1st and March 8th from 12:30 
pm to 8:00 pm, Tuesdays, March 3rd and March 
10th from 5:00 pm to 8:00 pm, and Thursdays 
March 5th and March 12th after our Lenten 
services from 8:00 pm to 9:30 pm.  If you are 
able to host the labyrinth at any of these times, 
please sign up.
