RAISING UP THE FAITHFUL – Part 1 
 
No parent will ever forget the first time they 
held each of their children. Becoming a parent 
changes a person. For me, becoming a parent 
changed me more than any other event in my 
life. All the parents I know have a sense of awe 
about their responsibility to care for, teach and 
nurture their children. It is well known that the 
childhood and teenage years are critical for a 
person’s healthy development. Parents and the 
community must not neglect medical or dental 
care, proper education, or the emotional 
development of their children. The childhood 
and teenage years are just as critical for a 
person’s spiritual life and formation in faith. 
This is a topic so important that the first part, 
focusing on parents and the faith community, 
appears this month and the next part, focusing 
on children, will appear next month.  
 
I’m not writing this so that parents who have not 
included their children much in the life of the 
church feel bad. I’m writing this to encourage all 
parents to be faith leaders in your own family 
and home, to grow in your own spiritual life, 
and to demonstrate in your words and your 
actions that it matters what one believes and that 
we trust in God. Children cannot “make their 
own decisions” about spiritual life in a vacuum. 
They must have a deep exposure to the life of 
faith in order to “make up their own mind,” or 
follow their own hearts and spirit, later in life. 
 
 

 
Lutherans have long described parenting as a 
holy vocation. Martin Luther said that a parent 
is “pastor, priest and bishop” for his or her child. 
He did not mean that the church’s pastors were 
not there for the children. He meant that a 
parent’s role is the most primary of all for 
leading them in prayer, speaking God’s Word, 
teaching faith daily through words and example, 
announcing forgiveness of sins, and reading 
scripture. Until the faith comes home and 
becomes domestic, it does not thoroughly 
penetrate life. 
 

Renowned scholar Dr. Marcia Bunge describes 
ten best practices based on Scripture and 
Christian tradition of practices and 
responsibilities for parents for nurturing the 
moral and  spiritual  lives of  children.  They are 

1. Reading and discussing the Bible with 
children 

2. Worshipping with a community 
3. Introducing children to good examples 
4. Participating in service projects and 

teaching financial responsibility 
5. Singing together 
6. Cultivating a reverence for creation 
7. Educational and vocational discernment 
8. Giving attitudes toward the body 
9. Listening to and learning from children 
10. Recognizing the limits of parental 

authority  
 

How do we parents fulfill these vocations? I 
encourage us to support one another in finding 
ways to do this. Sharing family meals regularly 
is one great way to bring together many of these 
practices. Having faith conversations through 
the day and week is another. Our church library 
has good books and DVDs that families can 
borrow, and the Youth and Family Resource 
center (white cart in the fellowship hall) has 
good resources that families can purchase for 
encouraging faith development in families. 
Families sharing fellowship with each other 
offer friendship and support for raising up the 
faithful. 
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Of course, the holy vocation of parents does not 
end at age 18, but it does change. Practice 
number 10, “recognizing the limits of parental 
authority,” comes into play before and during 
that time. Throughout life, though, parents, 
grandparents, baptismal sponsors, aunts, uncles, 
and certainly friends can be a great 
encouragement in raising up faithful followers 
of Jesus. 
 
The whole faith community has an important 
role in this. Advent has made a significant 
commitment to ministry with youth, children 
and families through designating a staff person 
for this ministry to support us in this ministry 
that belongs to all of us. 
 
Some primary leaders among us are Sunday 
School and confirmation leaders, music and 
youth leaders and CMT staff. What they offer to 
children and youth in offering themselves as 
spiritual leaders is a treasure. Those who are not 
formal leaders are important, also. When I was a 
child and my mother was ill, I was blessed by 
older members of our church reaching out in 
simple ways, like asking me – and wanting to 
know - how we all were doing. I will never 
forget them and their simple gestures of 
kindness. 
 
As children return to school this month, let us 
all pray together also for their families 
supporting them in growing in faith at home, 
and through worship, Sunday School, 
confirmation, and youth ministry.

Please join us in making difference, taking our 
worship into service so that there is bread for the 
world. Sample letters, materials, and the 
opportunity to dialogue with Bread for the World 
members will be available. Whether you are an 
adult or a teen, new to this kind of advocacy or 
experienced, this is your time to exercise your 
stewardship of citizenship on behalf of others, in 
Jesus’ name. You are encouraged to sit at a table 
and write a letter that morning. We will gather the 
letters will together with a blessing and prayer for 
their use to help those who are hungry.

� Very truly I tell you, whoever believes has 
eternal life. I am the bread of life. Your 
ancestors ate the manna in the wilderness, and 
they died. This is the bread that comes down 
from heaven, so that one may eat of it and not 
die. I am the living bread that came down from 
heaven. Whoever eats of this bread will live for 
ever; and the bread that I will give for the life of 
the world is my flesh.’…� When many of his 
disciples heard it, they said, ‘This teaching is 
difficult; who can accept it?’ But Jesus, being 
aware that his disciples were complaining about 
it, said to them, ‘Does this offend you? Then 
what if you were to see the Son of Man 
ascending to where he was before? It is the 
spirit that gives life; the flesh is useless. The 
words that I have spoken to you are spirit and 
life.”    John 6:47-51; 60-63 

 
Jesus says to his disciples, I am the bread of life 
from heaven who gives life to the world.  In John 6, 
he further asserts that it is the spirit that gives life 
and that without the spirit the flesh is useless. 
Through the grace of Christ, we are given new life 
in the Spirit who animates, transforms and opens us 
up to the eternal reality of God’s Kingdom.   
 
In the mystery of our baptism into Christ we are 
refreshed by the waters of the Spirit and given gifts 
for the sake of the world.  Whenever we express 
these spiritual gifts, we release through them the 
life-giving water of God that replenishes and makes 
all things new.  As we pour forth this grace, we 
become more fully alive for the sake of others, 
making Christ known as we reveal God’s kingdom 
in our midst.   
 

 
 
 
How do we know that we are releasing the true gifts 
of God that bring new life?  I remember once 
reading about a person who interviewed several 
individuals who were considered “genius” in their 
fields.  While conducting the interviews, he noticed 
a common tendency.  When engaging any of them in 
general conversation or “small talk,” each one was 
quite ordinary if not a bit dull or even boring; yet 
when the topic shifted to the interviewee’s 
specialized interest, it was like a power switch went 
on.  Suddenly, without exception, every one of them 
became animated, charismatic, full of life.   
 
And so this is with each of us in the Spirit.  When 
we are engaging genuine spiritual gifts, we too are 
charismatic (charis meaning gift or grace).  We 
radiate life and spirit.  This vitality is a means of 
affirming the gifts and callings that we are given to 
share.  Through the expression of these true gifts of 
the Spirit, we are nourished as we become 
nourishment for others.   
 
Just imagine if all people were free to spend the 
majority of our time expressing gifts of the Spirit. 
What a life-giving grace this would be as we each 
shone brightly the essential light of God into the 
world!!  So enlivened by the Spirit, we’d more truly 
reflect the image of Christ in our daily lives and 
offer up the bread of life given for all people and the 
whole of creation.  
 
In Deuteronomy 30, the people of God are exhorted 
to choose life.  In John 6, Jesus tells us that it is the 
spirit that brings life.  In receiving this word, may 
we each welcome and give expression to the true 
life that comes in the Spirit that others too might 
experience the fullness of life revealed in and 
through Jesus the Christ!

HS YOUTH & PARENT

If you are a high school youth (9-12 grades) or parent interested sharing your ideas for upcoming events, 
trips, and fundraisers, please come!   

 
We will look at the next two years together in order to see the big picture and do some BIG-

BRAINstorming, which is another way of saying this is a no-limit brainstorming event!   
 

We will take this BIG-BRAINstorm back to a smaller group to begin working out the how-to aspects.  If 
you want to be involved but are more of a how-to person than a BIG-BRAINstorm person, please let Casey 

Carlson know! 
 

If you are a youth, or parent of a youth, in grades lower than 9th don’t worry, we will have opportunities 
to do this very same kind of brainstorming coming in September. 
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Confirmation is a unique opportunity for our youth.  
Here at Advent, we specifically invite those youth in 
grades 7, 8, and 9 to be part of confirmation.  
Considering the changes between each of those years, 
we have a fantastic opportunity ahead of us.  This is 
prime time for each youth to be learning who they are 
and who they want to be, their place in the world, their 
place in God’s story, and how they want to be in this 
world.   
 
Confirmation is a very real commitment, but a 
commitment that matters.  It is rare to find something 
that expects as much from this age that confirmation 
does: three years of weekly attendance, retreats, 
Sunday worship attendance, and more!  It is quite 
daunting when looked at like that.  But what that list 
doesn’t show is the huge amount of relationship and 
community building, unexpected adventures and funny 
twists, or the deep faith development that takes place 
during this time in Confirmation.  So here’s another 
way to look at it – journey.   
 
Confirmation is a journey that teaches youth what it 
means that they believe…in anything, really.  From the 
time they are a nervous 7th grader wondering if they’ll 
like anyone or have any friends to the time they share 
their statement of faith in front of the entire 
congregation, confirmation students go on a huge 
journey that is both independent and relational.  They 
learn what it is to fulfill expectations and what it is to 
have their own expectations.  They learn how God is 
active in their life and how they are alive in God’s 
activity.  They learn that it is okay to ask questions and 
not be sure about where they stand on every issue, 
while also learning that God is still with them in that 
uncertainty.  They learn how the love of God draws all 
of creation together, while also learning that God has 
created each one of them with special gifts and a 
calling to make a difference in the world. 
 
Confirmation is the beginning of the journey.  It gives 
language to the blocks of faith each youth may have 
already  been given throughout  their life but  unable to  

 
understand.  It gives a vocabulary to the deep things of 
their life so that they can make decisions and know 
why they are making those decisions.  Confirmation 
also begins the conversation of  faith  on their own 
terms,  not  their family’s terms, so by the time these 
youth begin college they can live on their own making 
decisions that are grounded on a faith that they really 
believe. 
 
During their time in confirmation, youth will learn how 
they are who they are as God’s children.  Together, we 
go over those basic building blocks of faith like the 10 
Commandments, Creeds, The Lord’s Prayer, Scripture, 
basic Lutheran understandings, and other important 
aspects of our faith journey.  We learn how and who 
we are together as a youth group by preparing to go out 
and serve together in new ways after confirmation.  We 
also learn how and who we are individually by 
becoming aware of important verses, creeds, prayers, 
or experiences that personally connect with our own 
faith. 
 
Youth involved in confirmation are also a part of 
something unique because it brings together aspects of 
their lives that can often and too easily be kept 
separate.  Through time in confirmation, home life, 
worship life, and school life come together.   Youth 
learn that these aspects of life actually inform each 
other and have something to do with each other.  God 
is part of it all! 
 
Confirmation is one of those unique opportunities in 
life that will bring surprises.  The work of the Holy 
Spirit is mystical and amazing.  It is wonderful to see 
the ways that these youth grow throughout their time at 
confirmation; especially, how they become aware of 
God’s mystery at work in the world.   
This is most definitely an experience that begs for 
parents to teach their children what matters to them.  
Parents, it’s okay if you find yourselves fighting over 
confirmation over and over!  If what matters is your 
children and that your children have a living, growing 
faith in Christ, then that’s what matters.  That’s what 
you’re teaching your children by fighting for 
confirmation!  Set the expectations high and let your 
children know what matters to you by signing them up 
for Confirmation this year. 
 
Confirmation begins this September!  Keep on the 
lookout for more information to come!  Speak with 
Casey Carlson if you have any questions about this 
program or are interested in being a part of it in any 
way. 
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From earliest times, people have been concerned 
about their final resting place.  In early Christian 
times, preferred burial space was within the 
church itself where the faithful gathered for a 
memorial service.  When space within the 
church was no longer available, the churchyard 
cemetery developed. 
 
Both in ancient and in Christian times the dual 
tradition of burial and of cremation was 
preserved. More recently, consideration of the 
spiritual and practical aspects of cremation and 
inurnment within the church itself has led to a 
revival of this aspect of the tradition.  The 
cremated remains are preserved in niches in a 
Columbarium fittingly designed and prepared, 
housed within the walls of the church. 
 
Cremation is becoming a common practice in 
the United States.  Inurnment of ashes in a 
church. Columbarium proves to be sensitive to 
the environment as well as considerably less 
expensive than commercial choices.  The ashes 
will always be held in the church, safe and 
secure from possible vandalism or 
abandonment.  A Columbarium is a healthy 
reminder for the living saints of the church in 
communion with those who have gone before. 
 
The option of a Columbarium allows members 
of the church to make important decisions about 
the disposal of their earthly remains, thus 
removing the burden from the grieving ones.  
Members are secure in the knowledge that no 
great financial burden will be placed their 
families after their death. 
 
The committee studying this ministry has 
presented a proposal to the Council.  The 
proposal is as follows: 

 
 
 

 
�  Niches (residing places of the ashes) 

would be available to all church 
members, present and past, and 
immediate family members.  The 
purchaser receives a Certificate of 
Ownership, which indicates a choice of 
niche and assurance of perpetual care. 

 
�  The cost of a niche will be 

approximately $500 (final cost will 
depend on expenses involved in 
purchase of Columbarium).  No funds 
from Advent's budget will be used - it 
will be a self-supporting ministry with a 
separate trust fund.  Construction would 
commence only after enough niches have 
been purchased to provide adequate 
funds. 

 
�  The Columbarium would be located in 

the rear of the sanctuary on the west 
wall. The design with bronze face plates 
makes a meaningful and fitting addition 
to the sanctuary. 

 
     The Council approved the proposal and 
decided to call a special congregational 
meeting on Sunday, August 23, at 9:30 AM to 
present the proposal to the congregation.  If you 
have any questions please contact Joyce or Jim 
C., Jan R., Cheryl or Dick F..
