Do not bother looking for Lent in your Bible
dictionary, writes Barbara Brown Taylor. There was no
such thing in biblical times. There is some evidence
that early Christians fasted 40 hours between Good
Friday and Easter, but the custom of spending 40 days
in prayer and self-denial did not arise until later, when
the initial rush of Christian adrenaline was over and
believers had gotten very ho-hum about their faith.

When the world did not end as Jesus himself had said it
would, his followers stopped expecting so much from
God or from themselves. They hung a wooden cross on
the wall and settled back into their more or less
comfortable routines, remembering their once
passionate devotion to God the way they remembered
the other enthusiasms of their youth.

Little by little, Christians became devoted to their
comforts instead: the soft couch, the flannel sheets, the
leg of lamb roasted with rosemary. These things made
them feel safe and cared for -- if not by God, then by
themselves. They decided there was no contradiction
between being comfortable and being Christian, and
before long it was very hard to pick them out from the
population at large. They no longer distinguished
themselves by their bold love for one another. They did
not get arrested for championing the poor. They
blended in. They avoided extremes. They decided to be
nice instead of holy, and God moaned out loud.

Hearing that, someone suggested it was time to call
Christians back to their senses, and the Bible offered
some clues about how to do that. Israel spent 40 years
in the wilderness learning to trust the Lord. Elijah spent
40 days there before hearing the still, small voice of
God on the same mountain where Moses spent 40 days
listening to God give the law.

There was also Luke’s story about Jesus’ own 40 days
in the wilderness during which he was sorely tested by
the devil. It was hard. It was awful. It was necessary,
and in Jesus we see that even with many other paths
offered to us, it is humanly possible to remain loyal tdg
God.

How are we listening to God in our 40 days of Lent?
Some at Advent are listening through “Marks of theg
Christian — Lenten Journey.” Some are listening
through evening prayer each Thursday, and a soup apd
bread supper with fellow believers beforehand.

Listening to God in Lent leads us to sacrifice for the
sake of others. Lent is probably best known fo
physical sacrifice, such as fasting, such as our youth
30 hour famine at the beginning of Lent. Some ar
giving up conveniences to reduce their carbor
emissions. Some are giving extra to the poor, throug
contributing to health kits or Haiti relief or Reach Out
or mission support. Some are providing extra care fd
an ill family member, neighbor or friend.
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Listening to God leads to a deeper sacrifice of our eg
as well. It asks us, how do we stand against evil? We
would all agree that evil is to be rejected ang
overcome; the only question is, how? How can we
stand against evil without becoming a mirror—but
denied—image of the same? That is often the heart pf
the matter, and is perhaps resolved successfully only by
a very small portion of people. It is quite clearly
resolved in the life, death and teaching of Jesus.

Jesus gives us a totally different way of dealing with
evil: absorbing it in God - which is the real meaning of
the suffering body of Jesus - instead of attacking

outside and in others. This is undoubtedly the mog
counter-intuitive theme of the entire Bible. It demands
real enlightenment and conversion for all of us. I
restores our great expectations of God, and ourselves

Lent, Palm Sunday, the Great Three Days, and Easter
are not remembrances of past events so much ag a
recognition of the living Christ in the community of the
church today and God’'s continuing presence in th
world through the Spirit and the church. Lent invites us
into a “springtime of the soul.” Easter celebrates God’
victory in Christ over evil and death and invites us intg
the wonder of this free gift of grace as a way of life
Come, share the joy of this life together through al
these days.
