Easter brings the joyful greeting: Alleluia!

Jesus, born of Mary, who was tempted by the

community Thus we are to behave as Christ to
one another, and Christ promises those who
gather in his name to be present in, with, and for
us.
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This promise and reality carries us through th
worst of our selves and the worst of the world
through the Word present in the church. God’
revelatory Word breaks through the impasse ¢
human egotism and the manipulative desires ¢
an emotionally grounded, self-centered “love,
offering individuals and communities the chance
to become hearers of that Word, as well &
Christ to one another. This is grace, truth an
hope for us and for the world.
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Alleluia! Christ is risen!

Last month members of Advent's youth in
grades 7-12 took part in an event called 30 Hour
Famine. This is the third year we have taken part
in this event. While we abstain from food for 30
hours, the main purpose of this time is to
recognize the role of food in our lives and raise
our own personal awareness, along with the
awareness of our community, to the horrible
reality of hunger and starvation around our
world. For those who have never fasted, let
alone abstained from food for more than 24
hours, the valid question of health is often
brought up. This question is valid because the
health of our youth is very important. Middle
School and High School are times in one’s life
that they are learning about their bodies and how
to take care of their bodies. It is a time where
habits are formed and our relationship with food
becomes a part of who we are. How we
understand our bodies, our eating habits, and our
relationship with food affects our personal
health.

When the discussion of fasting for 30 hours
comes up, some people are also quick to make
the connection between abstaining from food
and eating disorders.* It is true that there is a
fine line between choosing to fast for a greater
cause and choosing not to eat out of a response
to emotional stress or one’s chaotic life. Our
first response might be to shield our sons and
daughters from any opportunity that might lead
them toward an unsafe and unhealthy life.
However, simply shielding our youth from
things that are unhealthy will not keep them
safe. Instead, it is important that we take any
opportunity available to talk about those things
with each other, no matter how hard the
conversation, rather than avoid it in hopes that
the issue might go away.

The difference between a 30 hour famine and gn
unsafe encouragement toward eating disorders|is
simple: Community. While eating disorders car
be painfully isolating, a community participating
in a fast together shares the decision to fagt
together, shares the educational opportunity
together, and has plenty of time to process the
event, as well as their body’s responses together.
An event like the 30 Hour Famine is an
opportunity for a community to discuss a widg
variety of topics. One can use the event to focys
mainly on world hunger, but by being a part of
this event on a yearly basis, the opportunity fg
further education and connections also arisé
The 30 Hour Famine can also become a time {o
discuss the American food industry, our
responsibility and connection to all of God’s
creation, service, classism, justice issues, and
even body issues like eating disorders.

Food is a big deal. It plays a role in many
aspects of our lives. Our faitfioesinform our
relationship to food. It is important for our youth
to have a place where they can learn about these
various aspects, the many issues, and discuss
them in a safe and fun forum. It is especially
important that our youth have an opportunity tg
connect their faith with food.

Another important note to make is that none

our youth are forced to fast during the 30 Hou
Famine. If there are personal or medical reasons
that keep them from fasting during the event,

they are still invited to be part of the servic
projects, education, and activities. This is no
meant to be an exclusive event! The importar
aspect of this event is not just the challenge ¢
the fast, but bringing about the awareness of
world hunger and our relationship with food.

The ways we discuss food and are honest abqgut
our relationship with food are the most
important ways we can teach our youth abou
how to live healthy lives. We need to be hones
about the role of food in our American society
economy, and personal lives. We need to talk
about how we relate to each other through food

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Food is a gift meant to be enjoyed, not
manipulated by a power-hungry system, not

abused by our own personal needs. One of the

greatest gifts of food is the way it draws a
community together. We do not need to feel
alone in our battle for health and understanding.
Events like 30 Hour Famine provide a perfect
opportunity for a community to come together
about food, without the food.

One of my favorite experiences with the kids
during our 30 Hour Famine experience is how
we break our fast together. Before breakfast, we
break-fast with the gift of Holy Communion.
Believe me, after 30 hours without food,
Communion really is a gift! At this point, as we
stand together eagerly awaiting those small
morsels of bread and few drops of wine; we
really do experience the feast of heaven! It is not
unusual to hear more than one of our youth
whisper how good it is as we return to our seats.
This is just one of the many ways our fast
together becomes an opportunity for the Holy
Spirit to strengthen our faith through the rituals
we practice every week.

Another exciting aspect of the 30 Hour Famine
is the opportunity for our youth to raise money
for organizations like World Vision and the
ELCA’'s World Hunger Appeal in order to
directly help put a stop to world hunger. This
year we raised $418.98 with our noisy offering
alone. This figure doesn’'t even include other
congregational donations toward world hunger
or the individual amounts our youth may have
raised through donations given through their
personal internet accounts (a wonderful option
provided by World Vision).

The 2 Quarter Mission Outreach for Advent
Lutheran will be the Pastor's Discretionary
Fund. Traditionally the Pastor’'s Discretionary
Fund has been used to meet the needs of those
in the local community or travelers passing
through who come to the church as a last resort,
seeking emergency help. Most of the requests
are for gas money, food, temporary lodging,
payment of power bills, or help in remaining in
their residence.

For some time Pastor’'s Discretionary Fund has
existed in name only, there having been no
funding provided for its replenishment. There
are always a few nameless “angels” in the
congregation who quietly give to this work of
charity when they can, but the fund is currently
empty. In these currently desperate economic
times, the need is magnified and requests are
more numerous.

The model of Benedictine hospitality calls us to
be “welcoming servants of Christ, both receivers
and givers of grace.” Henri Nouwen suggested
that all we need to do is to create a “space of
hospitality” around us, to keep our eyes, ears,
and hearts open to what God would have us do.
When our center rests in God, we can empty
ourselves as Christ did and become free to
replace hostility with hospitality. Then we can
welcome friends or strangers as Christ at that
moment and receive the surprising gifts that
they bring.

With Christ's help we must set aside our

agendas and our expectations about people.
Instead we can make room inside ourselves for
others, one person at atime. We can provide a

space of hospitality into which others may freely
enter and feel safe because they know they'
accepted.

This practice of hospitality puts into action the
promises we make in three questions from ou
Confirmation, or Affirmation of our Baptismal
Covenant:

o Will you proclaim the good news of
God in Christ through word and
deed?

o Will you serve all people, following
the example of our Lord Jesus?

o Will you strive for justice and peace
in all the earth?

Our Covenant reminds us that not only are we {
see Christ in others, we are to seek out Christ
the lives and faces of those around us. LoV
makes this possible.

We are to be justice keepers and peacemake
and to respect each human being as a child
God.
