For the early Christians, becoming baptized and 
affiliating with the Christian community was 
taking a big step in defining who you were. 
Baptismal living meant that your values and life 
choices, and the way in which you saw the 
world, were informed first and foremost by your 
identity in Christ. It wasn’t easy, but it was 
glorious, freeing, and true. The Holy Spirit 
empowered people to live in such a way in 
community with one another, remember what 
Jesus said and applying it to their life 
circumstances. 
 
Baptismal living today is the same! We hear the 
testimony of scripture and the community of 
faith, the freeing word of the gospel, and live 
boldly by its truth, as counter-cultural as it may 
be. 
 
Last month our community was rocked by 
tensions at Live Oak High School. Although 
people have a variety of views on the particulars 
of the events, most people in our community 
agree that the events on Cinco de Mayo and the 
days following exposed racial/ethnic tension, or 
touched into a wound that already exists in our 
community, or further increased tension. 
 
I believe that the community of the baptized has 
a clear calling to be a community of 
reconciliation. In Galatians we read, “As many 
of you as were baptized into Christ have put on 
Christ. There is no longer Jew or Greek, there is 
no longer  slave  or free,  there is no longer male  
 

 
 
and female; for all of you are one in Christ 
Jesus.” 
 
How might we more fully live into that calling? 
What is preventing Advent from more fully 
reflecting the diversity of our community? And 
how might the Holy Spirit use us as agents of 
reconciliation and healing in our community? 
 
These questions have been much in my heart 
and mind. I encourage you to speak with me and 
one another about these things. 
 
I also recommend the book Understanding and 
Dismantling Racism by Joseph Barndt. If you 
would like to participate in a book discussion 
group with this book later this summer, please 
speak with me about it. 
 
May God’s mercy lead us from the new life of 
resurrection into a powerful witness of God’s 
awesome works of reconciliation and mercy 
among our neighbors.

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Rwanda is famous not because of its people, its 
exports, or its culture, but rather for a social 
atrocity that took place there. As a result, general 
appreciation for this country can, at times, be 
rather hollow. It is indeed true that it is nearly 
impossible to overlook such an event as the mass 
murder of nearly a million people under the 
command of a government regime. However, such 
a predominantly horrific event should be able to 
bring a country into the global spotlight for more 
than just a few fleeting months. Dust represents 
turmoil and the remnants of disorder and 
destruction. After the literal dust from the 
genocide cleared in Rwanda, the figurative dust 
lingers behind. Few people, besides Rwandan 
citizens themselves, have been daring enough to 
leave behind a footprint or two in this dust in 
order to better understand the cultural reaction 
after the genocide and the ways in which the 
Rwandans have coped (and are coping) with their 
holocaust. Ten years ago in Rwanda, it was not 
uncommon to see dusty skulls and human bones 
littering the ground of the more rural areas, or 
sites where the occurrence of especially 
horrendous killings have made it difficult for 
Rwandans to return to such places. Appreciation 
for a country that has dealt with such a gruesome 
past has also become stagnant over the years. In 
San Francisco on April 16th, Rwandan genocide 
survivor Immaculeé Ilibagiza spoke of the 
permeating memories that Rwandans have of the 
genocide. She acknowledged that such nightmares 
are what have made it possible for the Rwandan 
people to collectively progress towards a more 
bright and peaceful future. This paradox 
exemplifies the hope for a paradigm shift in which 
global peace and contemplation can be reflected 
in appreciation for the cultural progress of a 
nation even after a catastrophic event changed the 
course of that nation’s history. Why then, do most 
of us here in the United States remain so secluded 
in our own bubbles of security, unwilling to 
venture out into a seemingly bleak place in order 
to fully grasp the revival such a place is now 
experiencing? 

 
 
You know, most 17-year-olds are not lucky 
enough to travel out of state, let alone out of 
country. My parents have raised me in such a way 
that even as a very young child, I have always 
been drawn to the continent of Africa. Through 
my family's support of a foster child named Rose 
in Camaroon, visits from the New Life Band of 
Tanzania, and African travel stories of my friends 
and family, Africa's mysterious allure has only 
become that much stronger. When I was in 7th 
grade advanced English, we had to choose a 
research project and it was then that I heard about 
the Rwandan genocide for the first time. As a 
result, I began to read "Left to Tell" by Immaculeé  
Ilibagiza. Her personal narration of the tragedy 
touched my life in a way that I couldn't fully 
comprehend at the time. Of course, I chose this 
topic for my research project. For my 8th grade 
research project, I chose the Rwandan genocide. 
For my 9th grade research project, I chose the 
Rwandan genocide. For my 10th grade research 
project, I chose the Rwandan genocide---each 
time I gained a deeper understanding of this 
distant country's rocky history. In my current 11th 
grade year, we aren't required to do a research 
project...yet I have found myself discovering as 
much as I can about Rwanda anyways. This is 
because the Sierra Pacific Synod Youth 
Committee has been given the rare and incredible 
opportunity of journeying to Rwanda in June and 
July of 2011. 
 
When I first began telling my friends about this 
trip, the most common reaction was "Are you 
crazy? You're going to be killed!!" After I 
explained to them that Rwanda has been 
completely transformed as a nation since the 
genocide, and most parts are more peaceful and 
safe than many parts of the United States, these 
people looked at me like I was all the more 
insane. As time has passed and the trip is 
becoming more than just a vague and far-off 
possibility, my friends seem to be more 
understanding of my fervid desire to visit this tiny 
country.

We are about to play an 
integral role in the direct affinity of the global 
body of Christ. The rare nature of the trip in itself 
has come to dominate the lives of most of us 
leaders over the past six months. 
 
The journey is fast approaching, and our final 
preparations are now being handled. I feel so 
honored by Advent Lutheran's generosity at the 
Mission Dinner, through which Casey Carlson and 
I each raised $1013. Through other fundraisers 
this year as well as the support of family and 
friends, I believe I have met my own financial 
obligation for the trip. However, the pressure is on 
to ensure that everyone on the SPSYC will be able 
to make this life changing journey. If you feel 
inclined to support us financially, send 
contributions of any size to PLTS with "Faith 
Active in Love 2010" on the check memo line.

A new financial progress report has been 
developed and a copy was provided with the 
first quarter financial statements.  We intend to 
include this report with all future quarterly 
financial statements.  If you would like to 
receive this report monthly, please send an email 
to office@advent-lutheran.org.  If you do not 
have email access and wish to receive this report 
monthly, please call the church office with your 
request. 
 
The report has two sections.  The first section 
provides information regarding the General 
Fund Budget as approved at the congregational 
meeting in January 2010.  The second section 
provides information regarding contributions 
toward the Building Fund.  These reports 
include all donations received which includes 
the Sunday Offerings, electronic fund transfers, 
stock donations, and others. 
 
Aggregation by month was chosen for three 
reasons.  First, contributions are made weekly, 
bi-weekly, bi-monthly, monthly, and sometimes 
annually; so, monthly appears to provide the 
most useful increment.  (If a pledge is fulfilled 
early, it is prorated monthly at the pledged rate.)  
Second, most expenses are paid on a monthly 
basis such as telephone bill, gas and electric 
bills, salaries, mortgage, and so forth.  Finally, 
reconciliation of both income and expenses on a 
monthly basis enables more effective 
management by the church council. 
 
Please note that it is not possible to reconcile 
this new report with the information posted 
from the weekly count sheets listed in 'This 
Week at Advent', since the weekly count sheets 
do not include all donations.  Some examples 
include electronic fund transfers such as Simply 
Giving, stock donations, and so forth.

Talk softly, walk slowly, 
listen carefully and be 
ready. These are things that 
I find hard to do at this 
stage in my life. It seems I 
am always raising my voice 
to get someone’s attention, 
whether it be at work in the 
classroom or at home with 
my own family. I certainly 
do not walk slowly. Every 
morning is a mad dash out 
the door to get somewhere. 
Lately my mind has been so 
full of to-do lists that I miss 
what my husband just said 

to me. So much for listening carefully. Be ready. 
Be ready. This is the biggest challenge of all to 
me. I never feel ready for anything. Usually I 
feel unprepared, unorganized and a little scatter-
brained. Ironically, all of these things; talking 
softly, walking slowly, listening carefully and 
being ready, are all required of a child in the 
Godly Play classroom in which I teach. 
 
I’ll be honest, I was not excited about being a 
storyteller for the Godly Play Sunday School 
program in the beginning. It required a lot of 
time. Time which seems so precious and of 
which I usually feel I do not have enough of. I 
had to be prepared before each lesson. I had to 
be ready. Something kept tugging at me to do it 
though. My mind wanted to run from another 
obligation, but my heart kept pulling me back to 
Godly Play. I am so glad that I followed my 
heart.  
 
The first year was a bit of a challenge for me, 
however. Starting anything new takes some 
getting used to. It took pretty much the whole 
year to finally feel comfortable telling a story. I 
found  it  hard to  understand  the  reasoning and  

 
logic behind some of the routines and 
procedures of Godly Play. The more I told the 
stories and saw the children responding, the 
more I became aware of the purpose behind 
Godly Play. In my mind Godly Play is showing 
and teaching the children how to have a 
meaningful worship experience with God and 
with each other. They are learning how to listen 
and respond. They are learning how to be still 
and present with God. They are learning so 
many things that as adults we can easily forget. 
 
If there is one thing I have learned in my short 
career as a teacher, it is that ultimately it is I 
who am learning sometimes even more than the 
students. It is no different with Godly Play. The 
Lord has so graciously used this responsibility in 
my life to cause me to, at least for a moment, 
talk softly, walk slowly, listen carefully and be 
ready.

from the Sierra Pacific Synod website 

 
 
The Sierra Pacific Synod met in Assembly with 
five hundred fifty-five in attendance (465 voting 
members).  
 
The Keynote addresses were presented by Dr 
Victor M Rodriguez on the topic “Cultural 
Racism, the Multicultural Church and the Anti-
racist Church.’ Dr Barbara Rossing, LSTC, 
offered two Bible Studies on the books of Acts 
and Revelations and the Rev Susan Engh 
brought the ELCA Churchwide Report. Rev 
Engh also discussed LIFT (Living Into the 
Future Together) which asks the questions: 
What is God calling this church to be and to do 
in the future? and What changes are in order to 
accomplish these tasks more faithfully?  
 
The Racial and Ethnic Ministries Working 
Group made presentations lifting up the work of 
each of its the three teams: Cultural 
Competency, Anti-Racism and Mission/Strategy.  
 
The Transition Team presented its report about 
the relocation of the Synod Offices to Calvary, 
Rio Linda (temporary site), St Mark’s, San 
Francisco, and the Campus Ministry center, 
Fresno. These moves are underway and should 
be fully completed by mid July at the latest. 
Hopes for calling future Assistants to the Bishop 
to serve in San Francisco and Sacramento were 
also discussed.

Resolution 2010-01(s) Regarding Advance 
Health Care Directives (which encourages both 
study on the topic of and completion of Health 
Care Directives by all ELCA members)  
 
Resolution 2010-02 Regarding Energy 
Stewardship (which authorizes the 
establishment of a Synod Green team to 
encourage congregations to offer a public 
witness of energy stewardship)  
 
Resolution 2010-03 Regarding Biennial 
Assemblies (which urged asks the Synod 
Council to study costs and alternative gathering 
options to annual assemblies)  
 
Resolution 2010-04 Regarding St Francis 
Lutheran Church and First United Lutheran 
Church (which affirms the full participation of 
these congregations in the ministry of the synod 
and urges their reception as congregations of the 
ELCA should they so desire and apply.)

Elected as Synod Council officers were 
Douglas Miller, Vice-President and Lou Smith, 
Treasurer. Other Council members elected 
include Perry Gray-Reneberg, District A; Kay 
Valler, District B; Rev. Jeff Johnson,* District 
C; Mark Nelson, District D; Kristina arabedian, 
District  E;   Rev.  Jose Luis La Torre,   at-large.     
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(* Provisional on receipt onto the roster of 
ordained ministers of the ELCA)  
 
Fifteen Voting Members for the 2011 
Churchwide Assembly in Orlando were elected 
and because the Synod is allotted only 13 voting 
members plus the Bishop, lots were drawn to 
determine the two alternates. The thirteen voting 
members from this synod are Molly Calhoun, 
Peter Quam, Rev Stephanie Lord, Kathryn Beck, 
Paul Larsen, Pam Danenberg, Rev Guta 
Yadeta, Christina Beauchemin, Douglas Daetz, 
Rev Khadar Khalilia, Margie Back, Terry 
Roberts, and Rev Mary Sanders. Alternates are 
Steve Krefting (1st) and Rev Scot Sorensen (2nd)  
 
The Synod Assembly also adopted a 2011-12 
Budget as proposed which showed anticipated 
income of $2,457,000. A portion of that income 
was from a challenge to congregational 
members. The challenge is that an additional $5 
each month per confirmed members be gathered 
and each congregation tithe the amount 
received. The Synod would have that 10% to 
use for mission and the congregations would 
have the remaining 90% for ministry in their 
location.  
 
Bishop Mark Holmerud, in the course of his 
report, read a letter to the assembly lifting the 
censure on University Chapel in Berkeley. See 
the text of that letter following.  
 
Numerous workshops were held and well 
attended. Worship was joyful, the messages 
inspiring, and the music (led by Tom and Carole 
Parmeter-Dyer of Woven Image) uplifting.

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Advent has a Prayer Chain Ministry whose 
50+members and non-members pray for those 
who request a prayer.  Prayers many times are for 
healing, but may include celebrations and positive 
events as well.  Anyone can be a part of the prayer 
chain, even non-members of Advent.  Requests 
for prayer are sent to the office, to Pastor Warner 
or directly to Sheila W. who as chairperson took 
over the responsibility from Dorothy B. years ago.  
The request can be called in or emailed and then 
the requests are emailed from Sheila to the rest of 
the Prayer Chain.  It is the responsibility of each 
member of the chain to pray for the person whose 
name is on the request.

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We have a dedicated group of seven Advent adult 
members who are Confirmation Guides for 2010.  
These leaders are committed to attend 
Confirmation classes each Wednesday evening 
from 7:00 until 8:30 starting in September and 
finishing in May.  The Confirmation Guides lead 
small groups, organize fellowship and service 
events such as helping around the church and the 
30 Hour Famine.  The youth have worked with 
Sew Seeds in helping with the Lutheran World 
Relief.   
 

The Guides also help small groups with lessons 
and fellowship.  When needed, they may be 
chaperones and/or drivers to special events.  They 
are also responsible for spiritual support, group 
prayer, just being there and being good role 
models.  We had 32 youth in the Confirmation 
Class this year.  To find out more about becoming 
a Confirmation Leader to getting your youth into 
the class, please contact Casey Carlson, Youth, 
Children and Family Minister at 408-761-6673.  
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The concept of an Usher is not 
new.  In the Old Testament, 
there were positions addressed 
as “Doorkeepers” or 
“Gatekeepers”, and their roles 
were very similar.  Advent has 
eight groups of four ushers for 

a total of thirty two performing the following 
duties.  Greet people entering the service, 
distribute the Worship bulletin, assist in finding a 
seat, collect the tithes and offerings, keep order at 
the entrance by opening and closing the sanctuary 
doors as needed, direct the flow for Communion 
and count the people in service.  After service, the 
ushers are also responsible for cleaning the 
sanctuary pews, removing leftover bulletins and 
inserts and putting the Gather books in order, and 
placing the offerings in the church safe.  If you are 
interested in becoming an usher, please contact 
Ken C.or Ed C..   
 
On the inside of the tri-fold brochure used at the 
Cottage Meetings last year were all of the 
ministries at Advent.  When members were asked 
to open the brochures, most were astounded at the 
scope of what is offered at Advent.  We literally 
can and will celebrate a different ministry each for 
an entire year.
