guarantees the continuing education of our staff.
| am also thankful to be part of a congregation
that has committed to supporting their pastor
with a sabbatical leave that will most definitely

lead to rest, renewal, and reinvigorated
ministries within our congregation.

Over the past four years | have had many
opportunities to further develop my skills and

knowledge as a leader in ministry because of the

congregational gift of continuing education. In
reflection, | realize | have not shared these
experiences with the congregation further than
in my council reports, though my work within
the congregation has been directly affected by
these educational adventures. | am so thankful
for these experiences that | want all of you to
know what a difference they have made in my
life personally and as a leader in this
congregation. | also wanted to take this
newsletter opportunity to share with you the
ways that | have used this gift.

My continuing education opportunities began

with a three-day training in Godly Play. This

training was a gift in many ways.

hope for the future. Assembllng Baby Care Kits
is one of the projects of Advent's Sew Seeds
ministry and will be highlighted in June.
Bringing a baby into the world can be a difficult
and scary thing for a mother living in poverty.
She worries about her baby’'s health and well-
being when there is a lack of money to buy the
things every mother wants for her newborn. The
items included in a Baby Care Kit provide the
things a mother needs to care for her baby the
way she hopes to—soft blankets to give warmth
and comfort, soap to keep germs away. Lack of
something to dress her baby in often keeps a
mother isolated from her community, but the
clothes in a Baby Care Kit welcome both mother
and baby out into the world.

Advent community members are asked to put
donations for Baby Care Kits in a collection box
in the narthex. LWR’s approximate cost to
handle and ship one Baby Care Kit overseas is
$1.30. Shipping cost donations also may be
made out to Advent and noted to “Quilt & Kit
Shipping” on the check.
