Shasta with 12 of Advent's fantastic youth
(ranging from grades 8 — 12) and two of
Advent’s fantastic adult leaders, Greg K. and
Matt L.. Our theme was “The Good Life” and
we studied what makes a truly good and full life
while focusing on the wisdom literature of the
Bible: Proverbs, Job, and Ecclesiastes. We
practiced praying for one another as we chose
secret prayer partners from a hat for the week,
keeping them in our prayers throughout the day,
leaving notes of affirmation on the “ceiling of
Love”, or even leaving them small gifts in their
pillows or cups to surprise them through their
day. We focused on the three main themes
found throughout wisdom literature: wisdom,
justice, and reverence of God. We made new
friends, deepened old friendships, and grew in
our faith. We practiced living in community
together, sharing space, having patience with
one another, and opening our hearts to how God
was working in our relationships. Below, | have
shared with you my final thoughts from our last
large group meeting so that you might have a
better idea of what we learned together during
this wonderful week on Lake Shasta. Thank you
Advent Lutheran Church for supporting our
youth in this powerful retreat opportunity that
allows them to bond, grow, and enjoy the good
life that God has given us.

This week, we have pondered the wisdom and
poetry o the Bible. We have grown closer to our
friends, God, and ourselves. My hope for you, as
you reflect on this houseboat experience, is that
you remember the nearness of God no matter
where you find yourself in the year ahead. No
matter how good or bad you feel, no matter how
alone or confused, no matter how afraid or
fearless you may be, know that God is with you.

Life is hard. There are not many easy answers
and when an answer seems too easy, it probably
is. Be strong in the wisdom of Christ, trusting
her call in your life as you contemplate what tg
do and where to go next. | also want you to keelp
the challenge to seek after wisdom, justice, and
the fear of the Lord. How does this call to life
lead you in response to the world around youf?
How does this lead you in care and response [0
yourself and friends?

Look around at each other. You have built &
community here of trust, love, and acceptance.
challenge you to hold on to this community,
adding to it respect. | know you love one
another, but take seriously those little “jokes’
you spit at each other, those slams, those little
ways you put each other down. Over all, we
know how much we care about each other, byt
those things eventually break down that trust
love, and acceptance that we have built her
This community is a gift. Think about how God
meets us here, together, through one another.
Remember that wisdom, justice, and reverenge
of God says something about how we reflect and
see God reflected in the people around us.

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The good life is here, now, offering a
perspective and way of life that lasts, that i$
meaningful, and that you can always count on.
Hold on to this gift. Let’s take it back with us to
“normal life” and practice living it together. In
closing, | wanted to end this message with somnle
of the words that began our week:

Trust in the lorD with all your heart,
and do not rely on your own insight.
In all your ways acknowledge him,
and he will make straight your paths.

Do not be wise in your own eyes;
fear the IorD, and turn away from evil.

hope for the future. Assembllng Baby Care Kits
is one of the projects of Advent's Sew Seeds
ministry and will be highlighted in June.
Bringing a baby into the world can be a difficult
and scary thing for a mother living in poverty.
She worries about her baby’'s health and well-
being when there is a lack of money to buy the
things every mother wants for her newborn. The
items included in a Baby Care Kit provide the
things a mother needs to care for her baby the
way she hopes to—soft blankets to give warmth
and comfort, soap to keep germs away. Lack of
something to dress her baby in often keeps a
mother isolated from her community, but the
clothes in a Baby Care Kit welcome both mother
and baby out into the world.

Advent community members are asked to put
donations for Baby Care Kits in a collection box
in the narthex. LWR’s approximate cost to
handle and ship one Baby Care Kit overseas is
$1.30. Shipping cost donations also may be
made out to Advent and noted to “Quilt & Kit
Shipping” on the check. Advent member Helen
C. will answer questions about the Baby Care
Kits project

The following items are included in each
Baby Care Kit:

Two lightweight cotton t-shirts

Two long- or short-sleeved gowns or
sleepers (without feet)

Two receiving blankets, medium-weight
cotton or flannel, or crocheted or knitted
with lightweight yarn, up to 52" square

Gently used, clean items (no stains or tears) ca
be substituted for new ones.

Sizes up to 24 months may b
used.

Four cloth diapers, flat fold preferred
One jacket, sweater or sweatshirt with a
hood,or include a baby cap

Two pairs of socks

One hand towel, dark color
recommended

Two bath-size bars (4 to 5 0z.) of gentle
soap, in original wrapping

Two diaper pins or large safety pins

Sweaters may be

knitted or crocheted

from leftover yarn, or made from heavy
double knits or fleece. Select a pattern
that suits your skill level. Preferred
styles have buttons or ties down the
front.

Diapers can be made from flannel.

If knitting or crocheting receiving
blankets, including one knitted/crocheted
blanket and one flannel blanket will
provide maximum versatility.

If you have Onesies or footed sleepers,
they can easily be converted to t-shirts
and footless sleepers! Simply cut and
hem or serge at the waist of the Onesies
or the ankles of the sleepers.

Each confirmation year is broken into three
trimesters, focusing on The Bible, Luther’s
Small Catechism, and Luther's Life &
Theology. You can get a registration form at
http://www.advent-lutheran.org/pdfs/10-
11confirmation_registration.pdf.

If you are planning on being part of this coming
year's confirmation classes, please feel free to
speak with Casey Carlson to learn more about
each year, the requirements, and how this faith
stepping stone is an important aspect of your
child’s faith journey. Casey would love to meet
with you and your family in person for this kind
of talk, so please let her know if you're
interested!

Confirmation is an important time in one’s life
and faith journey where they can focus on what
it is they believe, histories and traditions, Bible
study, ask the tough questions, and wrestle with
the answers they may find. Traditionally,
students have already been baptized prior to
confirmation classes. With this being so,
Confirmation becomes a time for them to reflect
on what baptism means, how it affects their
lives, and how they want to continue living as a
new creation in Christ Jesus.

Confirmation is mainly about discipleship.
Through the confirmation process students will
discover for themselves how their faith is calling
them to be disciples of Christ into the world.
The confirmation process ends with a worship
service where the 3rd year students are

confirmed and share their personal statements of

faith.

Confirmation at Advent usually begins in 7th
grade and ends in 9th grade. However, faith is a

journey and a process in itself. Not everybody
was baptized as an infant and brought up inja
community of faith. In fact, it is not unusual to
have one or two students in the confirmation
classes who have not yet been baptized, but
that's okay. There is room to be flexible with
the confirmation process. God meets us whete
we are so that means it won’t always be at the
same place in life for everybody.

If you are someone interested in confirmation,
but do not fit the “old rules” of Confirmation,
Pastor Warner or Advent’'s Youth & Family
Minister, Casey Carlson, would be happy tg
meet with you and hear faith story. Or, if

you are in High School, un-baptized, but still
interested in learning more about God in you
life you are welcome to join others on Thursday
evenings for Faith Journeys.

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* The first observance of Father's Day actually
took place in Fairmont, West Virginia on July 5,
1908. It was organized by Mrs. Grace Golder
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Clayton, who wanted to celebrate the lives of
the 210 fathers who had been lost in the
Monongah Mining disaster several months
earlier in Monongah, West Virginia, on
December 6, 1907. It is possible that Clayton
was influenced by the first celebration of
Mother's Day that same year, just a few miles

away. Clayton chose the Sunday nearest to the

birthday of her recently deceased father.
Unfortunately, the day was overshadowed by
other events in the city and instead, credit for
Father's Day went to Sonora Dodd from
Spokane, who invented independently her own
celebration of Father's Day just two years later,
also influenced by Jarvis' Mother's Day.

Sonora Smart Dodd was listening to a Mother's
Day sermon, at the Central Methodist Episcopal
Church. The lecture inspired her to have a
special day dedicated to her father, William

Jackson Smart, who had brought her up and her

siblings, single-handedly, after their mother
died.

Sonora could realize the greatness of her father

and wanted to let him know how deeply she was

touched by his sacrifices, courage, selflessness

and love. To pay a tribute to her great dad,
Sonora held the first Father's Day celebration on
19th of June 1910, on the birthday of her father.
She was the first to solicit the idea of having an
official Father's Day observance. However,
unlike Mother's Day, which was readily
accepted, Father's Day was received with
mockery and hilarity. Fathers day is celebrated
on the third Sunday of June each year.

The show was a huge success with over 34
people attending the two performances. Afte

royalty costs, over $600 was given to the CMT

scholarship fund.

* Godspell was conceived and originally
directed by John Michael Tebelak as hig
master’s thesis at Carnegie Mellon University
It started as a college project performed b
students at Carnegie Mellon University ang
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moved to La MaMa Experiment Theatre in
Greenwich Village. At college, Tebelak
developed the play’s concept, which connected
Bible parables with actors behaving like clowns
(or comic movie characters) in order to bring a
joyful and spontaneous feeling to the material.
The structure of the musical is that of a series of
parables, based on the Gospel of Matthew
(although three of the parables features are only
recorded in the Gospel of Luke). These are then
interspersed with a variety of modern music set
primarily to lyrics from traditional hymns.

Stephen Schwartz wrote the score for Godspell
in 5 weeks when he was 23 years old. He kept
“By My Side” from the off-off Broadway
Godspell, wrote new music for lyrics already in
place, and added his own original music and
lyrics for “All For the Best”, and “Learn Your
Lessons Well.” Another recognizable song was
an international hit, “Day By Day".
